Designing a Modern Masterpiece - The International Design Competition at the Jefferson National 
Expansion Memorial

For the first time in half-a-century, the National Park Service is planning to re-imagine the space surrounding one of the world’s most 
iconic monuments - St. Louis’ Gateway Arch. Time has been kind to the Arch, which still astonishes with its boldness and beauty. The 
grounds immediately surrounding it, designed by the late Dan Kiley, are also widely regarded as a masterpiece. But the site has become 
a kind of island - severed and isolated from the rest of the city - on its west, north, and south - and from the Mississippi River, on its 
east. Partly as a result, the site often lacks the vitality it deserves. 

The City + The Arch + The River is an international design competition organized by national and local national park supporters, the 
design community and leadership from both Illinois and Missouri. A 10-month process that runs from December 2009 until October 
2010, the competition presents the opportunity of a lifetime for architects, landscape architects and designers. The challenge is great 
- to take one of America’s first urban park sites and weave it into the fabric of downtown St. Louis - as well as connect it with both sides 
of the Mississippi River.
